Locate the support cups in Bundle No. 68317 and the upright canopy posts in Bundle No. 67678. Attach an A209 support cups
to all four of the 90” canopy legs using 1/2” x 4” hex bolts and flange lock nuts as follows. The support cup must be positioned
so that the open side of the curved portion of the support cup is aligned with and on the same side of the round leg as the
extruded groove. This is important because the side pocket of the canopy cover will be drawn around the side frame tube into
this area when it is installed.
Insert a 90” canopy leg with the support cup attached into one of the upright post of the hoist. Align the groove in the canopy
post with the adjusting cable that is on the inside of the upright post. This will also position the support cup so that the open
side of the curved portion of the support cup just attached is towards the outside of the canopy side frame as required. Attach
the canopy leg assembly to the upright post with a 1/2” x 4” hex bolt and flange lock nut. Tighten.
Repeat this process on the remaining upright posts.
Installation is complete.
Adjusting the Canopy for Height

Your canopy is adjustable for height to give your boat maximum protection from the elements. This is accomplished
as follows:
1. Adjust your canopy so it is in its highest position. (Canopy legs fully extended).

2. Carefully raise your boat hoist with the boat on it to its highest position making sure it does not come in contact with the
canopy.
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3. With the hoist and boat in their highest raised position, the
canopy can now be lowered and adjusted to the proper height
to best protect your boat. This is accomplished by removing
the 1/2” x 4” hex bolt attaching the canopy leg to the hoist
upright post. Lower the leg one hole and replace the 1/2” x 4”
hex bolt just removed. Lower the other canopy legs an equal
amount and check for clearance between the canopy and
\@ boat. Repeat this process until the desired height is obtained.
4. When the desired height is achieved, secure the canopy

legs to the hoist upright posts by placing the 1/2” hex flange
lock nuts on the 1/2” x 4” hex bolts. Tighten.

Adjustment is complete.

NOTE:

HAO0008 Brace Tube Bundle is used in conjunction with the
CP90J when installing a CF36-144 canopy frame. The CF40-
144 canopy frame requires two HA0008 Brace Tube Bundles,
one on each end of the hoist.

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Assembly / Installation Instructions:

Locate the support cups in Bundle No. 69020 and the upright canopy posts in Bundle No. 68322. Attach two of the A175
support cups to the two 30 1/2” canopy legs using 1/2” x 4” hex bolts and flange lock nuts. Attach the other two support cup,
A175, as directed above to the two 71544 canopy legs hoist using a 1/2” x 4” hex bolts and flange lock nuts. These posts will
be used on the shorter entry end posts.

Drop a 30 1/2” canopy leg with the support cup attached into winch upright post of the hoist. Position it so that the open side of
the curved portion of the support cup just attached is towards the outside of the canopy side frame. This is important because
the side pocket of the canopy cover will be drawn around the side frame tube into this area when it is installed. Attach the
canopy leg assemblies to the upright posts with a 1/2” x 4” hex bolt and flange lock nut. Tighten.

Installation is complete.
